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13. PROJECT GENERAL DESCRIPTION: INCLUDE PROJECT CONCEPT, LENGTH,
MILEPOSTS, and NUMBER OF ACRES.

Landscaping is proposed on the north side, and street furniture at three resting nodes along
the south side within the project area.)

In 2001, the Town of Clifton was awarded Transportation Enhancement funding for roadway
improvements, and landscaping activities along Highway 191. The purpose of this application
project is to complete the pathway by constructing a new sidewalk adjacent to Highway 191,
that will run north to south from the end of the existing sidewalk at Baldarama Hair Salon, and
connect with the existing sidewalk at the Copper Crystal 911 Park, approximately 200 feet
north of mile marker 164 on Hwy 191. The total length of this proposed project is 1,898 feet.

Four elements of this project are: 1) The critical facet of this project is SAFETY. The current
sidewalk has not been continued from either “ending” of the sidewalk because of available
room to install the sidewalk. With the current remediation project as shown in part by picture
#3, there has been a significant increase in the width available for a sidewalk. This will allow
people to travel in a safe manner. 2) The sidewalk will connect the south end of Clifton
through, and to the business area of the town. 3) The project will add décor to an otherwise
barren landscape and make vehicle traffic a more pleasant drive on Hwy 191 through Clifton.

A. Location: A portion of Highway 191 that runs through northerly through Clifton
beginning at approximately mile marker 164.

B. This project is NOT on a planned or under-construction corridor.

C. This project involves the design of approximately 1,900 feet of a concrete sidewalk.
There will be two challenges in this project. The bridging across Chase Creek at apx
200 North, and drainage and slope area just south of Baldaramas.

D. The sidewalk is completely within ADOT R.O.W. for the entire project. There are NO
other private landowners involved in this project. There is 100% of ADOT R.O.W.

E. There are NO drainage issues in this project, other than bridging two places; Chase

Creek and the drainage directly behind Baldaramas.

The project is not listed in any current planning documents. However, when the original
sidewalks were constructed, it was the intention to connect the two segmented sidewalks
whenever the opportunity was made available.

With the ARIZONA COPPER remediation project being conducted by Freeport-MacMoRan
(PD), the removal of overburden next to Hwy 191 will now allow enough distance between the
mountain wall, and Hwy 191 to construct a safe and pedestrian sidewalk.

The Town of Clifton has held numerous meetings, in conjunction with our Town Council
meetings, discussing the safety issue of this part of the highway.

This project, if built, will create a safe pathway for pedestrian traffic walking along Hwy 191
through the entire town.

19.Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation
infrastructure of the community, region and/or state. Describe how this project will benefit
the community and improve existing conditions. Why should this project be funded?

This project is an enhancement because it will create a segment of sidewalk along Highway
191 that will improve the pedestrian experience and make foot traffic safer. (refer to picture on
cover page)

This project will improve the visual experience on this pedestrian thoroughfare of the entire
length of Clifton along Hwy 191. It will allow the casual observer a unique experience as
they observe the special characteristics of this “old” mining community and will include a
walk over the San Francisco River. By creating this continuous walkway through the town,
visitors will be able to take in all the amenities and rich old culture Clifton has to offer. This will
allow wheelchair patrons the opportunity to participate. Again, this project is a necessity for
safety reasons.
