The proposed project is a shared-use pathway along the south side of the Charleston
Wash between Colombo Avenue and Giulio Cesare Avenue, in the City of Sierra Vista.
The shared-use pathway will be 10 feet wide, 3700 feet long, and constructed of asphalt.
Landscape enhancements will also be included as part of this project. Construction of
this pathway will provide a safe, grade separated, all-weather corridor for pedestrians,
cyclists, and the disabled traveling along Charleston Wash. Once the project is
completed, people from the residential community and students will have a safe
alternative access route to the University of Arizona South, Cochise College and Buena
High School.

As shown in Appendix A, the proposed path is located along the south side of the
Charleston Wash between Colombo Avenue and Giulio Cesare Avenue in Sierra

Vista.

The public has had numerous occasions to offer input into the planning of the
City’s shared-use pathway system. As recently as April 2008, the City adopted the
Parks and Recreation Facility Implementation Plan as an appendix to Vista 2020.
This Facility Implementation Plan is the master plan for the City’s shared-use
pathway system.

In 2002 during “Good Neighbor Week,” a legacy of President Harry Truman,
several public service entities in Sierra Vista including The City of Sierra Vista,
Cochise College, The University of Arizona South and others, gathered and
decided to create the Path to Higher Education to give the students of Buena High
School an easier means of traveling to UA South to enhance their educational
experience. On May 11, 2002 the current alignment was created and cleared of
brush to allow pedestrian access between Buena High School and UA South.
Now, these same entities wish to improve the path by paving it to make it all-
weather accessible and allow bicyclists and others to enjoy the same benefits.
This project will also extend the path onto include access to Cochise College.

e Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation
infrastructure of the community, region and / or state.

The City of Sierra Vista has a long-term plan, Vista 2020, for the development of a
citywide transportation system. Shared-use paths serve as an alternate mode of
transportation and are an integral part of that system. This segment of shared-
use path is also on the City’s adopted Parks and Recreation Facility
Implementation Plan. This project will provide residents and especially older
students a safe, convenient alternative to automobiles and buses for traveling to
these education destinations.

e Describe how this project will benefit the community and improve existing conditions.

The current alignment that this project will follow is already being used by
hundreds of students every day. In its current condition, it is merely a well-worn
dirt trail. Improving this pathway to an improved asphalt shared-use path will
allow the alignment to be used during all weather conditions and make it
accessible to those in wheelchairs and other modes of transportation.

e Why should this project be funded?
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This project in particular was entirely community driven. The residents and users
of the educational facilities adjacent to the proposed shared-use path have
already invested considerable sweat equity into this project and now desire to
see it improved to its highest and best use.

This project, with its support from four separate entities, demonstrates the
commitment to alternate modes of transportation by the City and other
stakeholders and is worthy of funding.
