 As shown in Appendix A, the proposed path is located along the south side of 

State Route 90 between 7th Street and Coronado Drive in Sierra Vista.

 Currently, two 60-inch culverts cross under the SR90 Bypass, within the project 
limits, accommodating the Village Vista Drainageway.  An extension to these 
culverts will have to be constructed in order to accommodate the drainageway flow 
under the shared-use pathway.

 Drainage issues were considered and will require an extension to two existing 60-
inch culverts in order to allow local drainage to flow under the proposed shared-
use pathway.  The Vista Village Drainage-way is considered Waters of the U.S.  It is 
anticipated that the culvert extension described above will disturb less than one-
tenth of an acre within the jurisdictional limits.

The proposed project is a shared-use path along the south side of the State Route 90 
Bypass between 7th Street and Coronado Drive, in the City of Sierra Vista.  The path will 
be 10 feet wide, 5300 feet long, and constructed of asphalt.  Landscaping enhancements 
will also be included.  Construction of this project would provide a safe, grade-
separated corridor for pedestrians, cyclists, and the disabled traveling along the State 
Route 90 Bypass.  Presently, alternate transportation along this section of roadway is 
via the shoulder.  This project is the logical extension of an existing shared-use 
pathway to the west awarded in Round 9.  Completion of this project would connect 
Fort Huachuca with the City of Sierra Vista Public Library, the City Sports Complex, the 
Oscar Yrun Community Center, and the Ethel Berger Senior Center.

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18. Describe how the community was or will be involved in this project.  Please include 

the following: Community involvement in the planning, scoping process, design process, or 
implementation.  Is the project listed in any planning documents that had extensive public 
participation? 

 
The public has had numerous occasions to offer input into the planning of the 
City’s shared-use pathway system.  Individuals and groups had several 
opportunities to comment on the system during the development of the City’s 
General Plan, Vista 2020.  Additionally, the City Council recently placed this 
segment of the shared-use pathway system on the City’s Strategic Plan “Our 
Future Vistas.”  As recently as April 2008, the City adopted the Parks and 
Recreation Facility Implementation Plan as an appendix to Vista 2020.  This 
Facility Implementation Plan is the master plan for the City’s shared-use pathway 
system. 
 
The City’s Parks and Leisure Department sponsored an Ad Hoc Committee that 
solicited the opinions of the public regarding the shared-use path system.  The 
committee compiled the responses and made recommendations.  These 
recommendations ranged from design criteria for intersections, signage and 
striping, drainage considerations, ADA compliant accessibility, and prioritization 
of segment construction. 

 
19. Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation 

infrastructure of the community, region and/or state.   Describe how this project will benefit 
the community and improve existing conditions.  Why should this project be funded?

• Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation 
infrastructure of the community, region and / or state.    

 
The City of Sierra Vista has a long-term plan, Vista 2020, for the development of a 
citywide transportation system. Shared-use paths serve as an alternate mode of 
transportation and are an integral part of that system. This segment of shared-
use path is also on the City’s adopted Strategic Plan “Our Future Vistas.”  The 
addition of this section of pathway would extend the existing pathway awarded in 
application cycle no. 9 that currently terminates at 7th Street.  Completing the 
path to Coronado Drive will provide access from Fort Huachuca to the City 
complex, which includes City Hall, a sports complex, the Public Library, The Ethel 
Berger Senior Center and the Oscar Yrun Community Center.  The City is 
currently designing the widening of Coronado Drive that will include an extension 
of the shared use path currently in design and awarded in round 14 along 
Coronado.  This shared-use path extension will be the eastern terminus of the 
path in this application. 

 
• Describe how this project will benefit the community and improve existing conditions.   

 
The Parks and Leisure survey mentioned above shows that the paths are used for 
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running; cycling; walking; skating; commuting to work and school; and serve 
alternate modes of transportation for shopping and leisure activities.  City staff 
has observed frequent use of the paths by a wide cross section of users.  The 
paths appear to be quite popular with children on bicycles, elderly walkers, 
joggers and serious cyclists. 

 
The shared-use paths are well removed from the traveled lanes of the adjacent 
roads.  Further physical separation is provided by the landscape buffer zone.  The 
shared-use path provides a safe mode of transportation for users that need this 
physical separation from busy traffic.  Youngsters, the disabled, and the elderly 
have a greater freedom of movement on shared-use paths than on sidewalks.  
Users traveling in opposing directions can pass each other without entering the 
roadway and a sudden swerve or misstep is less likely to end in a fall off a curb. 

 
• Why should this project be funded?   

 
The City of Sierra Vista’s General Plan, VISTA 2020, includes goals to pursue 
completion of a citywide network of bike lanes and shared-use paths.  As shown 
on the attached map, the planned network is located along highways and arterial 
streets.  As seen by the letters in Appendix B, there is a lot of support for these 
types of projects from a variety of stakeholders.   
 
The physical separation between the streets and the shared-use paths provides a 
safe place for pedestrians, cyclists, the disabled, and skaters.  Younger people 
and the disabled in particular are much safer on the shared-use paths than on a 
typical sidewalk.  Landscaping of the buffer enhances the desirability of the 
facility. 
 
The paths logically connect the most heavily visited areas within the City such as 
Veterans Park, The Cove, The City Complex, The Mall at Sierra Vista, Fort 
Huachuca, Cochise College, public schools, and various commercial centers.  
Providing high quality, safe facilities will encourage use of alternative modes of 
transportation to visit these facilities.   
 
This particular project is of special value to low income and minority residents of 
the area.  Completion of this segment of pathway will connect the Fry Township 
(located in the northwest corner of the City) with the City Complex.
